COURSE DESCRIPTION

SPAN 130/ 140 (Intermediate Spanish I and II) are intensive courses of 1.5 credits each that meet
on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays from 9:00am to 12:30pm (including two breaks) in the New Haven
portion and from 9:30am to 1:00pm in Bilbao. The course goals include developing proficiency to reach
ACTFL’s Intermediate High level by integrating grammar and vocabulary in communicative activities,
including discussions, text analysis, text interpretation, and creating and presenting texts and projects. Culture
is integrated in activities and is often used as context. Topics discussed include every-day issues (personal
relations, daily life, health, travel, etc.) as well as more complex topics (economy, art, politics, environmental
issues, etc.). All courses are conducted in Spanish and students are expected to use Spanish only.

SPAN 148 is an intensive 1-credit culture course conducted in Spanish that meets on Tuesdays and
Thursdays from 9:00am to 12:30pm (including two breaks) in the New Haven portion. Excursions, tours, and
cultural visits in Bilbao will replace formal classes. The goals of the course include analyzing and
discussing the historical, socioeconomic, and cultural development of Spain from the 1930s to the present
time. Class content will be presented using a variety of materials (videos, films, texts, etc.) and students will
have the chance to investigate further into specific topics. Students will attend planned conferences dictated
by at our host university, Universidad de Deusto, a private Jesuit university located in the heart of the city. As
part of the cultural experience, each student is assigned a Spanish host family either in the actual city of
Bilbao or in a nearby beach town (Getxo), which is accessible by subway and bus.
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COURSE POLICIES

1) Attendance: Regular attendance is crucial to attaining the course objectives successfully. Therefore,
students are required to attend classes on a daily basis. Following YSS policies, no absences are allowed
(with the exception of one absence in total due to a confirmed health issue). Arriving late or leaving early
will negatively affect the student’s participation grade. Instructors may request Cut Restriction for any
student who accumulates more than one absence. Graded assignments cannot be made up without an
official excuse from the Dean of Yale Summer Session, Jeanne Follansbee.

2) Communications: Canvas will be our online platform. Multifactor Authentication (DUO by token or
by Push; not by Call or Text Message) is necessary to access Canvas when off campus or abroad.

3) Class Discussions: In the interest of stimulating conversation, some controversial topics may be
discussed. Students are encouraged to present, explain, and defend their views always in a respectful
manner. They are not expected to agree with the views expressed by others, nor will their grades
depend in any way on the views they choose to express.

4) Grading: Final grades will not be curved or rounded up.

5) Emergencies: In Bilbao, your instructors will give you their Spain and US phone numbers. Also,
a WhatsApp group will be set up in place for communication among the class members
(including the instructors). WhatsApp does not consume data if WiFi is available. In the event of
an emergency (natural disaster, terrorist attack, pandemic, etc.), followed the emergency protocol
provided by your instructors, which is available on Canvas.

6) Office hours: Office hours will be held by appointment. Each instructor will be available only on
the days he/she teaches. When necessary, office hours will be held via Zoom.

7) Expectations on the Yale campus and abroad: Certain behaviors will not be tolerated, such as
plagiarism, unfair treatment of host family members, bullying, the use of drugs, sexual
misconduct, or alcohol abuse. This program adheres to all rules and regulations of Yale
University while in New Haven and abroad. If a student does not respect the rules and
regulations, they will face dismissal from the program at any time.

8) Diversity, Equity, Accessibility, and Inclusion: We are committed to create a course that is
inclusive in nature and welcomes a diverse student body. Respect is essential in and out of class.
We try to accommodate any disabilities or limitations whenever possible. Students with known
learning disabilities or difficulties are encouraged to contact Student Accessibility Services
(https://sas.yale.edu) and talk with their instructors. Students should also inform instructors of
their preferred name and gender pronoun.

9) Other: Please be aware that study-abroad participants are not allowed to drive a car in Spain or
travel outside Spain during the program. Disclaimer: The culture course, some films and readings
may contain graphic content, injustices, and violence.

10) Zoom: If instructed by YSS, the course will be converted to online format and students will be
provided with an adapted syllabus. Although the length of the course will not change, 8 weeks,
there will be changes in terms of contact hours (asynchronous days, etc.).

COURSE COMPONENTS

A) Homework: Due to the intensive nature of the program, homework must be done daily, and it may take
one to two hours per day. Late homework is penalized (-10% per day).

a. Supersite. To access the Supersite online, go to www.vhlcentral.com and create an account.
You will be asked for your VHL code, your university, and your course. Your homework will
appear on a pop-up window with clearly visible due dates. You are allowed two attempts for
most exercises but only one attempt for others (i.e., true/false, quizzes). Homework must be
done on the evening indicated in the syllabus and always before the next day by 9:00am.
For additional practice, you can do any exercises on the Supersite that your instructor did not
assign. This will not affect your grade.

b. Other homework. Your instructor may give you other type of homework.

B) Participation and Preparation: Participation includes willingness to participate actively in class
by asking questions, answering questions, communicating in Spanish only, etc. In Bilbao, it will
include asking questions during tours and excursions as well as after lectures or student presentations.
Due to the intense nature of the program, reading next-day’s topics in advance is recommended. A
rubric can be found on the Canvas Home Module.

C) Individual Interview: There will be one individual interview in SPAN 130 to evaluate your oral
skills at the end of the semester. More information will be provided on Canvas.

D) Language exams: For SPAN 130 and SPAN 140, there will be one Midterm exam and one Final
exam (not cumulative). These exams will evaluate grammar, vocabulary, and writing skills. Reviews
will be done in class before each exam. More information will be provided as dates approach.

E) Projects: In SPAN 140, there will be a few small projects related to the grammar and vocabulary
studied during the course. More information will be provided on Canvas.

F) Cultural presentation: At the end of the program, you will individually present a project developed
during your stay in Bilbao. It will be a multimodal exposition of different cultural products, practices,
and perspectives that you experienced. More information will be provided on Canvas.

G) Culture Exams: There will be three exams in SPAN 148. Each exam will evaluate your
knowledge, understanding, analysis, and evaluation of the cultural material presented that week.

H) Essays: During the second part of the course, there will be two in-class essays in SPAN 148
focused on observable cultural practices. These essays will not have a second draft.
